Chair’s Annual Report for 2015
The RTS London Centre continued its programme of fortnightly events, typically hosted at ITV’s London Studios, and designed to complement the London events organised by the Society’s headquarters.
· W1A - the story behind the series: Jon Plowman - Exec Producer, and John Morton - Writer/Director, shared some of the behind-the- scenes stories from this gently teasing series – not written with any particular organization in mind!
· RTS London Student Awards 2016 were hosted by Ore Oduba who ensured a stylish and exciting evening for 100 students and lecturers from a good range of Universities. It was followed by a buffet and networking.

· Consumer Electronics - Is The Revolution Relevant? saw Ken Blakeslee from Webmobility set the scene with an impressive overview of the themes and highlight of the Consumer Electronics Show, and Steve Dann, MD Amplified Robot, rounded off the evening with a try-for-yourself area of 3D360⁰ storytelling
· Members' Visit to BBC R&D included impressive demonstrations of @Forecaster-  an example of object-based broadcasting, Fright Night immersive radio, Connected Studio,  and Ultra High Definition Television
· Special Cameras: John Downer’s team won last year’s RTS award for design and craft innovation with “Pets-Wild at Heart”, and Mike Colyer, the RTS Young Technologist of the Year 2015 shared the issues – and danger – of filming Formula One.


· Getting In And Getting On 2016 followed the great success of last year's event; this  session covered a wide range of career issues, from first steps to managing upwards, from changing genres to coping with disaster. BBC Academy, The Unit List, DIVA and Sarah Putt Associates generally agreed that resilience is the name of the game.

· Lighting From Every Angle was chaired by Muki Kulhan and was an exceptionally inspiring craft event with John Colley - General Manager, Arri Lighting, Stuart Harris - Acting Head of Cinematography, National Film and Television School and Bernie Davis - Lighting Director
· The Challenges of Covering the London Mayoral Election: Steven Barnett, Professor of Communications, School of Media, Art and Design, University of Westminster chaired an industry panel including representatives from  BBC London TV News,  ITV News London at ITN, and  London Live, who all expressed the difficulty of giving coverage to so many parties standing.
· ‘Are we ready for Ultra HD (UHD)?’ was an entertaining evening kindly hosted by the Digital Television Group and chaired by its CEO Richard Lindsay Davies. Looking from a production and consumer perspective the panel and audience considered whether the UK television industry was ready for UHD, concluding that we probably needed to confirm exactly what UHD was before deciding that.
· ‘IBC Review 2016’ was chaired for us by Nigel Walley. This event was hosted at the IET’s Savoy Place and co-hosted by the IET London Centre. This event looked back at IBC questioning technology trends and business changes.
· ‘Dawn of Broadcast TV – BBC is 80!’ was presented by Norman Green and continued his popular series of historical events. Using archive footage and articles Norman took us through how television was produced at its infancy.
· ‘Women in Comedy’ was one of our most successful events to date. A panel of experts including Harriet Braine, the winner of ‘Funny Women 2016’ (who also performed for us), talked about the impact, status, challenges and successes of women in modern day TV comedy shows.
