All content produced from 1st January to 31st December 2015 will be eligible 
for entry.  There will be a new online entry procedure where programmes and 
clips can be uploaded electronically along with details of each entry. 
 
To further recognise the breadth of talent the same programme can be 
entered in two categories for a reduced fee.   For example, if a programme is 
good enough to be put forward in the drama category and also has 
exceptional sound – then the first entry would be £60 and the second £30.  It 
is hoped that this change will encourage people to recognise the quality of 
their colleagues’ contributions.
